Dart cup: 10 Nathan H (18/08/23) 
Bounce foam darts (nerf) into a paper cup on a table in 1 minute. Paper/plastic cup Diameter 7-7.5cm height 8-

8.5cm, darts cannot be removed from cup unless full, darts must be taken from tub not table until tub is empty. 

Official standard darts only.   
 

Tallest house of Top Trumps: 6 levels Gareth Norman 
Any width, must stand unassisted for 10 seconds No adhesive of any kind, has to be on a plain table no mats etc  
 

Dice Cup 21 D20’s stacked between cups Sam E (18/08/23) 
Place a paper cup upside down and roll D20 dice from your hand onto the cup without touching it. After 5 dice, place 

another cup over the dice and repeat. If a dice falls attempt ends. Paper cup diameter 7.5cm height 8.5cm rim on 

bottom 0.5cm  
 

D4 held in a single hand: 143 Paul B (21/03/2025)  
Standard d20 held for 10 seconds  
 

D4 Catch: 12 Vipin T 
Balance as many d4 dice on your elbow as possible, flick your hand down, and catch (Any drops disqualify attempt)  
 

D4 slide, small table: 25 Kerrin M-T (Catcher) Akil (slider) Veyl D (Picker-upper) (31/08/23) 
D4 slid across the table and caught in a cup in 1 minute (tub can only be refilled once it's empty)  

 

D4 slide big table: 25 dice in 45 seconds! (we ran out of dice!) Kerrin M-T (Catcher) Akil D (slider) Veyl D (Picker-

upper) (31/08/23) 
D4 slid across the table and caught in a cup in 1 minute (tub can only be refilled once it's empty)

D4 slide both tables: 25 dice in 50 seconds! Kerrin M-T (Catcher) Akil D (slider) Veyl D (Picker-upper) (31/08/23) 
D4 slid across both tables and caught in a cup in 1 minute (tub can only be refilled once it's empty)  
 

D6 Pyramid: 9 levels Paul B (31/08/23) 
A complete pyramid shaped wall facing the same way (5 up 6/1 front/back) and stands for 10 seconds 
 

D6 held between 2 fingers in one line on one hand: 11 Akil (31/08/23) 
 

D6 held between 2 fingers in any shape on one hand: 20 Akil (31/08/23) 
 

D6 held in a single hand (Solo/no help): 90 Paul B (16/08/2024) 
Standard D6 held for 10 seconds  

 

D6 held in a single hand (assisted by 1 other): 75 Akil D + Jed E (20/02/2026) 
Standard D6 held for 10 seconds  

 

D6 stacked into someone else’s hand: 75 Kat stacking into Akil D’s hand (20/02/2026) 

 

--Archived-- D6 stacked into Captain Sam’s right Hand: 73 Jed E (21/03/2025)  
 

D6 Dice stack: 16 Lee C 
Must stand unsupported for 10 seconds. 
 

D20 Dice stack: 13 Kat T 
Must stand unsupported for 10 seconds.  
 

D20 mass spinning: 13 Sam E (16/08/2024) 
Most spinning at once (5 seconds) 
 

D20 held in a single hand (solo/ no help): 70 Akil D (20/02/2026) 

Standard d20 held for 10 seconds  
 

D20 held in a single hand (assisted by 1 other): 70 Jed E and Akil D (20/02/2026) 

Standard d20 held for 10 seconds  

 

Nerf Skittles short end of table: 6 darts Sam.E (20/02/2026) 

(number of darts to shoot card targets. measurements tbc, standardised target/ item to be found). 1.7m 

from end of table   

 

Nerf Skittles Long side of table: 8 darts Sam.E (20/02/2026) 

(number of darts to shoot card targets. measurements tbc, standardised target/ item to be found. Each 

target spaced equally apart the length of a single target).  1.7m from end of table   

 

Number of hearts worn to an event: 38 Chetna P (20/02/2026) 
 

TIME BASED 

 

D6 blindfolded sort: 37 seconds Hannah S 
Fastest time to arrange 10 D6 to show the 1 while blindfolded. Start with hands flat on table. 
 

D20 spin: 50 Seconds Lindsey C (20/02/2026) 



From when you let go of the dice until it stops. Plain table no mats etc if it falls or hits anything, attempt invalid  
 

D20 sort: 34.47 seconds Veyl (18/08/23) 
Time to sort 20 d20 dice from tub onto table to show the ‘20’ (20 yellow and black). Hands start on table 

 

D20 sort numerically : 56.83seconds SamE (20/02/2026) 
Time to sort 20 d20 dice from tub onto table in order 1-20 (20 yellow and black). Hands start on table, dice in the tub 
 

1 handed Lego tower 30.21 Sam. E (16/08/2024)  
25 2x2 bricks in 5 colours built into a colour coordinated tower (One hand/base plate). Bricks start mixed on base 

plate not connected 
 

2 handed Lego tower build: 30.96 seconds Lindsey C (16/08/2024) 
25 2x2 bricks in 5 colours built into a colour coordinated tower (two hands no base plate) 
 

Lego sort by chopsticks: 27 seconds Emma K 
Sort bricks by colour with chopsticks (2x2 bricks, 5 colours) (Same rules as skittles). Wrong colour voids attempt 
 

Lego sort by hand: 8.74 seconds Jamie B 
(2x2 bricks, 5x5 colours) all bricks into cups from sheet of paper 3 inch away 
 

Lego blindfolded sort: 19.44 Seconds Matt B 
Sort plates by the number of studs. 2,3, and 4 stud plates (5 of each) start in a pile in front of challenger hands on 

table 
 

Skittles sort with chopsticks: 53.17 seconds David Croft 
(25 - 5 of each - skittles sorted by colour into paper cups from sheet of paper 3 inch away)  

Wrong colour voids attempt, start over  
 

Skittles sort by hand: 10.5 seconds Matt B 
Same rules as with chop sticks. Wrong colour voids attempt, start over  
 

K’nex sort by chopsticks 32.54 seconds Lindey C (16/08/2024) 
Tidy 5 tiny green connectors, 5 yellow half circle, 5 white sticks into 1 paper cup. Hands cannot touch the pieces. 

Pieces mixed and tipped onto a sheet of paper. 
 

K’nex rubber band car: 5m70cm Adam B 
Furthest distance travelled in a straight line by a K’nex rubber band car  
 

Resorting a shuffled deck of cards: 1-minute 33seconds Lindsey C (June 2017)  
numbers, pictures, ace is high 
 

Mana Sort: 1m 40.99s Sam E (20/02/2026)  
10 of each colour Magic the Gathering mana card start face down, quickest time to sort into pairs. Crew must shuffle 

and place on table. Only 2 cards can be ‘in play’ at a time. One cannot be held while searching

Recall from memory all original 151 Pokémon in order. Challenger must be blindfolded and empty ears shown to the 

camera/judge 
 

Forbidden Island Set up: 1 minutes 51 seconds Goblin 



Quickest time to set up Forbidden Island as per game instructions and say “Lets play”. Pieces must start in the box as 

close to original packing as possible  
 

1 player High score Wii Play Motion UFO shooting round: 9540 Matt B (June 2017)  
Include shot of screen to prove final score if digital 
 

2 players High score Wii Play Motion UFO shooting round: Matt B and Emma K 7990  
Include shot of screen to prove final score if digital 
 

Blind Mario Kart: Goblin (Driver) and Tom (Navigator) 3 minutes 44 Seconds  
Complete all 3 laps of Luigi’s Circuit blindfolded with verbal commands from a team mate  
 

Mario Kart wii Ghost completion of rainbow road: Joanna 2 minutes 50.719  
 

Mario Kart wii SOLO TIME TRIAL (no ghost) completion of rainbow road 3 laps: 3m42 Gareth W and Sam 

E same time!

on the table each end. No other material, or weights can be used and must resemble bridge structure not just a
